Q. Do I need to sort the paper?

Q. Is there a limit?
A. Two standard size copy paper boxes.

Q. What happens after the paper has been shredded?

A. The destroyed documents are transferred to a recycling facility, where they return to the
marketplace in the form of items such as recycled household paper products.
